* Phrasal Verbs are verbs with more than
one word. (Normally the verb followed by
a preposition or/and an adverb).

Son, hold on. I'm busy talking
on the phone right now.

Dad, hang up and call
the fire department!
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» Examples: pick up, put down, turn on, turn
off

* Phrasal verbs are also called 'two-part
verbs' and 'three-part verbs.'
