


Story Writing Using An Outline

The outline describes a sequence of events with characters in the form of

points and short phrases.
To develop a story from an outline, you need to:

Read the outline carefully and understand what the story is about.
Develop the points of the outline into complete sentences.
Follow the sequence of the events.

Do not omit any part of it.

Do not include unnecessary events.

Write the story in the simple past tense.

Introduce dialogues to make the story engaging.
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Choose a title that is related to the characters or events.
